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Duties of the Tryout Host:  

1. Provide classrooms for each instrument section trying out.  
2. Provide 2 student monitors for each tryout room, one to work outside, and one to work inside.  
3. It will be the duty of the tryout host to instruct the student monitors as to the procedures for the tryouts.  
Including:  

a. Attendance check and draw letter order information.  
b. Setting up each room (1 chair, 1 stand/M.S. 1 stand, 2 chairs-performing and ready) 
c. Setting up judges’ desks away from contestants with screens.  

 
4. Provide a place for the Folder Chairman to assemble and distribute music folders, and a Contest Office.  
5. Provide a concession stand at the site.  
6. Obtain, from the Region Band Chairman, the necessary forms relative to tryouts, seeing that those forms are        
copied in sufficient number to run the complete contest and place forms, copies of audition etudes & pencils in 
folders for audition.  
7. Other duties as applicable.  
 

Duties of the Region Band Chairman TRYOUTS:  
1. Assign judging panels for each Band tryout and distribute lists to the membership.  All panels must have 5 
judges.  The Band panels must include a Director-Monitor (6

th 

person), if possible, whose duty will be to administer 
the tryout in his assigned room.  
2. Supply all forms in sufficient number for the administration of each band tryout.  
3. Chair the Director’s meeting prior to the beginning of the tryouts.  There will be a roll-call of assigned judges.  
The explanation of forms and tryout procedures will be read in this meeting.  
4. Enforce tryout rules.  Handle infractions and conflicts as they may arise.  
5. Reimburse the tryout host for operation expenses relative to the tryouts.  
6. Provide Area affidavits and see that each student advancing to Area has signed that affidavit.  
7. Obtain a list of Band Directors planning to attend the Area tryouts and mail that list to the Area host.  
8. Supply each Band Organizer with a full roster upon completion of the tryout.  
9. If money is available, pay the fees students certified from Area to State.   If money is not available, school 
districts will pick up the cost.  
10.  Late entries totaling up to 10% of the original entry will be accepted at the tryout meeting.  
 

Duties of the Region Band Chairman CLINIC/CONCERT:  
1. See that the necessary contracts and forms are filled out relative to sites for clinics and concerts for the bands. 
(This should be done in May.)  
2. Hire clinicians for the Region Bands.  See that the needs of the clinicians (transportation, lodging, meals, etc.)  
are met.  
3. Arrange for the necessary public address equipment to be available on both days of the event.  
4. Arrange for a company to record the Concerts.  
5. Obtain a band roster (listed by chair) of each tryout result for the purpose of printing a program.  Contact local 
music companies for program sponsorship.  
6. Arrange eating facilities (when funds are available) for the participants in the Band Clinic on those days.  
7. Attendance for clinic rehearsals/performances will follow the rules outlined in the “Performance Regulations” 
found in this handbook.  Each student auditioning for an All-Region Band will be responsible for signing a copy of 
that document and taking it with them to the audition.  Should the student be admitted to a band, the director will 
submit that form to the Folder Chairman when folders are collected.

JUDGING:  

1. It is extremely important that directors be present for their judging assignments.   In some 
cases, there will obviously be judging assignments that involve tryouts that you may not have students 
involved with; however, professionalism within the ranks will be necessary to run the tryouts for the 
Region.   Judges are responsible for contacting and providing a replacement to the Region Band 
Chairman if they cannot fulfill their obligation to judge.  If a director fails to meet his/her judging 
obligations he/she is subject to disciplinary action as provided for in the state TMEA guidelines. 
Directors should bring calculators to avoid addition errors during judging.  ERRORS CAN RESULT IN 
STUDENTS BEING RANKED INCORRECTLY AND THEY ALSO PREVENT PROMPT POSTING 
OF AUDITION RESULTS.  
 
2. A percussion director monitor must oversee and organize the percussion students who are 
auditioning.  This person will be in addition to the 3 director monitors in place for the 3 panels.  A director 
monitor in charge of the triple panel should have the audition rotations ready for the judges in each panel 
(A-Z, 1/3 down, then 2/3 down, etc.).  
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TMEA All – State Band Audition 
Procedures and Guidelines 

Region and Area Audition Procedure 
1. Each student shall be assigned and audition letter.  
2. If possible, all students shall be seated in the tryout room simultaneously.  Letter jackets or other identifying clothing 

that the judges might see should not be brought into the room.  
3. Screens are required and every effort should be made to insure that no judge has any visual contact with a student. 

Anonymity is vital!  
4. All students will play from one location in the room as long as it is practical to do so.  A chair and music stand will be 

provided at this one location for the performing contestant.  The student may stand or sit as long as he/she performs 
from that location in the room.  If a percussionist chooses to use his/her own instruments, he/she is waiving the right to 
play from the ‘one’ location in the room.  

5. The judges must hear each student play a portion of each of the official TMEA Audition Etudes before auditions are 
completed. The etudes are those that have published in the Southwestern Musician.  There will be three rounds with 
one ( 1 ) excerpt performed during each round. (Exception:  This may not be possible is there is not enough room to 
seat all the students at the same time).  In each round, the student must play at least one ( 1 ) to one and one-half ( 1 ½) 
minute(s) of an etude.   This timing should be based upon the prescribed metronome marking.  This will obviously be 
approximate.  If the complete etude is less than one minute in length, it should be played in its entirety.  At the end of 
the audition, each student should have performed three (3) excerpts.  

6. The contestants will be seated in the room alphabetically by audition letter and must perform in the following order:  
7. Round 1:  Top to bottom  
8. Round 2:  1/3 down to bottom, top to 1/3 down  
9. Round 3:  2/3 down to bottom, top to 2/3 down  
10. (Exception:  This may not be possible if there is not enough room to seat all the students at the same time).  
11. Prior to each excerpt, if a student so desires, a brief warm-up of no more than five (5) seconds is appropriate.  A student 

may only play the starting note of the excerpt.  Mallet percussion may only play a roll on the starting note.  Snare drum 
and timpani may only play a roll on the drum.  After the fifth person plays, all students shall warm-up simultaneously 
for 20-30 seconds.  There will be no restriction on what the students can play during the group warm-up.  However, 
disruptive activity could be subject to disciplinary action.  

12. Metronome markings should be closely adhered to so as to maintain the intent of the music. Judges should be cognizant 
of the intent and be willing to penalize the student who does not adhere to the metronome markings. Flagrant abuse 
should be penalized and reflected in the judges’ scores.  More consideration will be given to the student who adheres to 
the metronome marking.  

13. A non-audible metronome may be used prior to the performance by the auditioning student-not during their 
performance. Non-performing students may not use a metronome during another student’s audition. Audible 
metronomes are not to be allowed in the audition area.  

14. With the exception of metronomes, absolutely no electronic equipment will be allowed inside the tryout room during 
the audition. This includes but is not limited to walk-men, radios, CD players, electronic games, recording devices, 
cellular telephones, computers, etc.  

 
Region Judging Process  

1. The judging panels should use the forms provided by the State Band Chair for tabulating results. Every care shall 
be taken to avoid mathematical errors.  The monitor and panel chair have the primary responsibility for insuring 
accuracy on the judges’ forms.  

2. Interpretations and discrepancies in the music often occur and judges should be open-minded and sensible about 
the possible printing and editing errors.  

3. THE ONLY OFFICIAL NOTICE OF ERRATA OR SPECIAL PERFORMANCE PROLEMS WITH THE 
MUSIC IS THE “BAND DIVISION” COLUMN OF THE SOUTHWESTERN MUSICIAN. The 
TMEA/NACWAPI Performance Guides are merely guides-not official notes that should affect judging.  

4. If you use the computer program, Forms 1, 2, 3 and 4 should complete the judging process.  The computer will 
drop the high/low cores and complete the rankings.  (Judges must break their own ties).  

5. The Audition Chair shall have a tabulation area off limits to everyone except the staff and the panel chairs whose 
scores are being checked.  Their job shall be to double check math and clerical accuracy of the results.  They shall 
then prepare results for posting.  

6. Results shall be posted with the following statement on each page:  “Tabulated audition results shall be available 
for inspection by directors for one hour following the conclusion of the entire audition.  At the end of this period, 
tabulated results are final.”  This one-hour period should serve as a final period for directors (not students) to 
investigate any problems that might arise concerning results.  

7. Posted results should list all students who audition according to rank order.  
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Area Auditions  
1. Each Region Chair shall certify the following maximum number of students to the Area Auditions (and 

any other instruments requested by the State Band Chair from year to year).  
2. No single Region may have more students audition on any one instrument at Area than is listed above.  
3. A student may enter on only one instrument.  
4. If an originally certified student becomes unable to attend the Area Audition (illness, academic 

ineligibility, etc.), then it shall be the responsibility of that Region Band Chair to certify a new 
candidate based on the results of the Region Audition.   

5. Students may receive certification for Area from the Region Band Chair any time until the moment the 
Area Auditions have begun. No one may grant certification for a student other than the Region Band 
Chair or designee.  

6. Each student’s director (or proxy) MUST be in attendance at the tryouts.  Each school should bring at 
least two adults to the tryouts (one of whom should be a band director). Each school must be 
prepared to send any and all staff members to the Area Audition in order to insure that all 
panels will be filled.  

7. Student registration should begin no later than 30 minutes prior to the beginning of the auditions.  No 
student will be allowed to register once the tryouts have commenced.  EXCEPTION:  Travel problems 
due to bad weather, accident, or other justifiable reason.  Late registration must be approved by the 
Area Chair.  IN ANY CASE:  No student will be allowed to begin the tryout process if he/she arrives 
after the first round has been completed.  

 
Junior High Region Band Audition Procedure  

1. All students shall be seated in the tryout room simultaneously.  Identifying clothing that the 
judges might see should not be brought into the room.  

2. All students will play from one location in the room as long as it is practical to do so.  A chair 
and music stand will be provided at this one location for the performing contestant.  The 
student may stand or sit as long as he/she performs from that location in the room.  If a 
percussionist chooses to use his/her own instruments, he/she is waiving the right to play from 
the “one” location in the room.  

3. An additional chair will serve as a ready chair for the next performer to wait.  This chair 
should be placed in a manner not to distract the performer.   

4. Students may not position their instruments during another student’s audition.  
5. A student may play the starting note of each excerpt for no longer than five (5) seconds. 

Mallet percussion may only play a roll on the starting note. Snare drum and timpani may only 
play a roll on the drum. After the fifth person plays, all students shall warm-up simultaneously 
for 20-30 seconds.  There will be no restriction on what the students can play during the 
group warm-up.  However, disruptive activity could be subject to disciplinary action.  

6. The contestants will be seated in the room alphabetically by audition letter and must perform 
in the following order:  

7. Round 1: Top to bottom  
8. Round 2: 1/3 down to bottom, top to 1/3 down  
9. Round 3: 2/3 down to bottom, top to 2/3 down  
10. Single Panels:    

a. Round 1:  Student performs chromatic scale (10 points) and etude (90 points)  
b. Round 2:  Student performs a diatonic scale (10 points) and etude (90 points)  
c. Round 3:  Student performs a diatonic scale (10 points) and etude (90 points)  

11. Triple Panels:  
a. Panel 1: Student performs chromatic scale (30 points) and etude (270 points)  
b. Panel 2: Student performs a diatonic scale (30 points) and etude (270 points)  
c. Panel 3: Student performs a diatonic scale (30 points) and etude (270 points)

12. Percussion Panels:   

a.  Panel One: (Snare) Student performs 2 rudiments (30 points each), snare drum 
etude (240 points)  

b.  Panel Two: (Mallets) Student performs 1 diatonic scale (30 points), the chromatic 
scale (30 points), and the mallet etude (240 points)  

c.  Panel Three: (Tympani) Student performs tympani etude (300 points)  
 
13. All students will perform 50%-100% of the music.  
14. All scales must be played from memory.  No Scale sheets allowed.    
15. Metronome markings should be closely adhered to so as to maintain the intent of the music. 
Judges should be cognizant of the intent and be willing to penalize the student who does not 
adhere to the metronome markings. Flagrant abuse should be penalized and reflected in the 
judges’ scores.  More consideration will be given to the student who adheres to the metronome 
marking.  
16. A non-audible metronome may be used prior to the performance by the auditioning student-
not during their performance.  Non-performing students may not use a metronome during another 
student’s audition. Audible metronomes are not to be allowed in the audition area.  
17. With the exception of metronomes, absolutely no electronic equipment will be allowed inside 
the tryout room during the audition.  This includes but is not limited to walk-men, radios, CD 
players, mp3 players, electronic games, recording devices, cellular telephones, computers, etc. 
18.  No Posting of results will take place!  Results will be available to directors only in the tryout 
headquarters area and at www.region28band.org.

HONOR BAND COMPETITION 

RULES, PROCEDURES, AND GUIDELINES 
The responsibility for the Honor Band Competition lies solely within the domain of the Band Division 
Chair. For the sake of clarity, these guidelines are arranged by Region Level, Area Level, All Classes, 
State Level, Ranking Procedures for Area and State Levels, and Honor Band Payment Procedures. 

 
REGION LEVEL 

 
1. Each region is responsible for the selection of its TWO (2) Honor Band representatives from each 
classification being considered each year. Selection procedures and finances shall be determined by 
the Region Band Chair and that Region's membership, with adherence given to the rules, procedures, 
and guidelines within this document. 
 
2. A school that will have a different director of bands for the next year may not have a recording 
auditioned at the Region, Area, or State level. A band director who submits a recording in the 
competition at any level but accepts a new position at a different school must submit a certified letter or 
a hand delivered letter informing the State Band Chair of this change as soon as the change is made. 
Failure to follow this procedure may result in a penalty to be determined by the TMEA Executive Board. 
 
3. Bands entering the Honor Band process will enter and perform in the class UIL has designated for 
that school prior to March 1 of the year of entry. Classification changes for the performance year will 
have no effect on the Honor Band process. 
 
4. A band cannot succeed itself as an Honor Band This will include an Honor Band which changes 
classification. 

c. Entry/performance rotation schedule changes for 2008-2013: (2/20/2008) 
2008 for 2009 (Convention) - Classes 1C, 2C, 3C, 3A, 5A 
2009 for 2010 (Convention) - Classes 2C, 3C, 1A, 2A, 4A (2C & 3C 
in consecutive years) 
2010 for 2011 (Convention) - Classes 1C, 1A, 3A, 5A (1A in 
consecutive years) 
2011 for 2012 (Convention) - Classes 2C, 3C, 2A, 4A (new even 
year format) 
2012 for 2013 (Convention) - Classes 1C, 1A, 3A, 5A (new odd 
year format) 

 
5. Recordings submitted must contain performances from the current school year.  
 
6. No voice identification should appear on the recording.  
 
7. Each group that enters the selection process must have a TMEA Honor Band Entry Form I on file 
with the Region Chair by submission online no later than March 1 - Online Entry Deadline. Paper 
forms will be accepted for the 2008 entry year. (Postmark Deadline is March 1) Failure to file by 
March 1 renders any organization ineligible to enter the selection process. Each group may have a 
maximum of four performances scheduled for recordings. Two (2) of these performances may be non-
competitive. (Competitive events are adjudicated festivals in which more than one school is 
represented, and a rating and/or ranking is assigned, and/or critique or comments are given.) A 
recording may not be submitted from any performance other than the four which are on file by March 1. 
If a band attends UIL Concert Contest, that recorded performance will be one of the four designated 
performances.

8. Three selections will be submitted, one march and two selections of other types. 
 
9. Each selection submitted must be a continuous performance which was recorded at a concert, 
festival, or contest. All movements submitted of a multi-movement work must be from a continuous 
performance. 
 
10. A minimum of three scores of each selection WITH SCHOOL IDENTIFICATION MARKED OUT 
must be submitted with the recording. 
 
11. When entering a recording: 

a. A Principal's Certification (Online - complete, print and sign) must accompany 
each entry. The school principal verifies the details and circumstances of the recording 
and in behalf of his school accepts responsibility for any irregularities or unethical 
practices. The forms are available online at www.tmea.org.  
b. In classes 1C, 2C, 3C middle school and 1A, a Letter from the Superintendent 
must accompany the recording stating whether or not the band will
perform at the TMEA Convention the following year if it is selected. 
Director and principal should note the limited flexibility of performance schedules during 
the convention prior to entering their recording. Each organization must be prepared to 
perform at the time scheduled by the Band Division Chair. 
c. A Director's Statement of Responsibility  (Online - complete, print and sign) must 
accompany each entry. 
d. A Director's Clinician Report  (Online - complete, print and sign) must accompany 
each entry. 

 
12. Some examples of unethical and unacceptable practices: 

a. Private recording sessions. 
b. Recording in a recording studio or under studio conditions (i.e. use of microphones 
for individuals or small groups).  
c. Multiple recording (recording the same selection or a part thereof more than once in 
a given concert). 
d. Splicing within a single composition 
e. Any engineering, editing, or tampering in any way with the recording after the 
performance. Note: The only allowable technical alteration to a recording is 
adjustment of master volume.  
f. Impromptu scheduling of performances for selected students or classes during the 
school day. Refer to 7. 
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g. Students not dressed uniformly in the formal concert attire designated by the director 
for the organization. 
h. Re-scheduling a concert date for reasons other than student illness, school 
scheduling conflict, defective recording equipment, inclement weather, or emergency 
cancellation during a performance. Refer to 7. 
i. Any other practice which could be construed as being unprofessional, unethical, or in 
violation of the spirit of the competition. 

These statements of unacceptable practices serve only as some possible violations of the SPIRIT and 
PURPOSE of the Honor Band competition. Verified occurrence of any unacceptable practices will serve 
as grounds for disqualification from auditions and/or Honor Band performance. Protests and charges of 
unethical procedures must be filed in writing with the State Band Chair. 
 
13. All selections must be recorded and submitted in a CD format and must be edited to remove any 
introduction of the band performing or comments regarding the band. 
 
14. A band entering Honor Band competition will submit to the Region Band Chair  three (3) compact 
disc (CD) masters. The director and principal must have signed Forms G and H certifying that the three 
recordings are a master and exact copies. The Region Band Chair will retain one recording and the 
other will be placed into the Honor Band Selection Process. If a recording is lost or damaged during 
any step of the selection process, the Region Band Chair will make available the back-up copy.  
 
15. All recordings are to be postmarked by determined date(s). Recordings, statement, scores, etc. 
postmarked after this date will be returned to the sender. Recordings and information are to be mailed 
to the appropriate Area Host by the date published in the Southwestern Musician and on the online 
entry pages. 
 
16. Once a recording is entered into the competition, no substitution of a recording shall be allowed 
unless specifically requested by the State Band Chair. 
 
17. All judged Honor Band recording sessions at all levels shall use five adjudicators. 

 
HONOR BAND PAYMENT PROCEDURES 

1. Each region nominee to the Area auditions will pay a MINIMUM DEPOSIT of $300.00 (check to 
be made payable to "TMEA-Band Division") which will underwrite the expenses of the 
competition.

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Duties of the Organizers 

Selection of Organizers 

The Region Chairman shall assign one organizing school for each performing group.  Directors from each 
of those schools shall be responsible for the following duties and assignments. It is important for the 
directors of the Region Band Organizing schools to be present at most rehearsals and the performance.  

Region Band Organizer Duties  
1. Main job is to organize the clinic and concert, be in charge of the clinician, and see that each 

committee member does his job.  
2. Consult with the clinician to insure that the repertoire is at the appropriate level.  Make 

suggestions to the clinician using the selections done in the past.  
3. Be familiar with rehearsal and performance dates and times.  
4. Get a seating chart and a bio from the clinician.  
5. Introduce the clinician to the band prior to the first rehearsal.  
6. Introduce the clinician to the audience prior to the performance.  
7. Have student names displayed on each stand for clinician to see during rehearsals.  
8. Coordinate breaks so that they do not overlap.  One band should be on a break while the other 

band is still working.  
9. Region Chairman, plan lunch breaks and ends of rehearsal times.  
10. Have music program selected far enough in advance so that the folders can be prepared and 

available at the contest site on the day of the tryouts.  
11. Provide an information sheet for each folder.  This sheet should contain the rehearsal schedule and 

any other pertinent information.  
12. Obtain music selections either by purchasing (at Region expense) or by borrowing music from 

schools.  
13. Have extra copies on hand for emergencies.  
14. Put both treble and bass clef parts in the baritone horn folders, and both E-flat and B-flat parts in 

the contra-clarinet folders.  
15. Collect folders and issue Region patches.  
16. A member of your staff needs to serve as the Percussion Organizer.  His/Her job will be to assign 

percussion parts and be sure that each student brings the necessary equipment.  He/she should 
prepare and include a simple form in the front of each percussion folder indicating to each student 
what equipment he/she is responsible for bringing.  The Percussion Organizer shall also be present 
at all rehearsals to assist the percussionists.

UIL 
(Statement of Compliance)  
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Section 1105: REGION MARCHING BAND CONTEST 
(a) MARCHING BAND CONTEST (941). Marching band contests will be held in each region. Schools that 

enter the region marching band contest in either year of a two-year alignment period are bound by all rules 
and regulations in the music plan for both years of the alignment period. 

(b) ENTRY PROCEDURES. See Section 1103. 
(c) It shall be the responsibility of each school to keep on file a UIL Marching Band Acknowledgement 

Form signed by the student and the student’s parent or guardian. 
(d) DIRECTOR’S COMPLIANCE STATEMENT. Each entry in the UIL region contest must be accompanied 

by the following statement signed by the director: 
(1)  “The members of this marching band or any of its components did not begin the marching preparation 

for this UIL contest presentation prior to August 1. In addition, no more than 10 hours of supervised 
instructional time was devoted to marching fundamentals between the end of the previous school term 
and August 1.” EXCEPTION: Auxiliary camps, leadership training and preparation for special 
summer events such as civic parades, professional football game appearances and other non-
competitive performances are not considered a violation of this limitation. 

(2)  A signed parent/student UIL Marching Band Acknowledgement Form has been filed with the school 
principal or his designee for each participant in the competing organization. 

(3)  The director(s) of this organization recognize(s) the importance of the total educational process and 
have remained sensitive to each student’s needs in terms of academic pursuits, family life and 
extracurricular activities; and, 

(4)  The director(s) of this organization have/has maintained a reasonable and proper balance of pre-
school and out-of-school rehearsal schedules. 

(e) MARCHING REHEARSALS DURING SEASON. Effective the week in which August 21 falls, a 
marching band and its auxiliary components are limited to a maximum of eight hours of rehearsal outside 
the academic school day  per calendar week. 

(f) ORGANIZATION ROSTER FORM NO. 1. A certified copy of the Organization Roster Form No. 1 listing 
in alphabetical order all students eligible the day of the competition must be on file with the region 
executive secretary or a designee prior to the time of each organization’s scheduled contest performance. 

(g) PERFORMANCE REGULATIONS AND GUIDELINES. 
(1) Performance Time. Each competing band must occupy the football field for not less than five nor 

more than eight minutes. Any band which leaves the field in less than five minutes or fails to 
complete its performance in eight minutes shall be penalized one rating. 

(2) Movement to Field Position.  The contest chair will determine the ready position each band will 
assume prior to entering the field of competition. The position must provide efficient and prompt 
access to the football field without interfering with other bands as they perform. This location will be 
clearly described in the marching contest packet. 

(3) Official Time. The official time for each band will be kept according to the following guidelines: 
(A) The contest chair will designate an official timekeeper. 
(B) Bands will be scheduled with five minutes between performances and a maximum of fifteen 

minutes per band. 
(C) Bands may use the five minutes prior to their performance in any way they deem appropriate in 

order to assume their starting position and prepare for the beginning of their show. Activities 
may include warm-up and/or cadence. 

(D) Each band will be announced at the end of four minutes. The beginning of their announcement 
will indicate that the performance time must begin within 60 seconds. 

(E) The actual timing for the show will begin at a starting point designated by the director or at the 
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end of the five minutes. 
(F) At the conclusion of its performance each band will have two minutes to exit the field and clear 

the marching surface of all equipment, instruments and props. The use of either instrumental or 
verbal cadence is optional. A band that fails to be clear of the field (outside the sidelines or 
endlines) or continues to use instrumental or verbal cadence at the end of the two minutes will 
be disqualified. 

(G) A band leaving equipment or instruments on the sideline in such a manner that these items 
impede the movement of the next band into its starting position is subject to penalty in 
accordance with Subchapter E. 

(4) Electronic Equipment. Electronic equipment may be used under the following provisions: 
(A) All electronically produced music including narration and sound effects must be performed live 

and in real time by eligible students. 
(B) Pre-recorded music, instrumental or vocal, may not be used. 
(C) The placement of electronic units must comply with the 5-minute set up and 2-minute tear down 

limitations. 
(5) Amplification of instruments or voice may be used with the following restriction: 

(A) All equipment, such as mixers, sound boards, etc. must be operated by eligible students. 
(B) AC power cords and AC supplied amplification units must be located outside the sidelines and 

endlines. 
(C) The placement of amplification units must comply with the five-minute set up and 2-minute tear 

down limitations. 
(6) Violations will be subject to penalties in accordance with Section 27 and Section 29. 
(7) Judges will be expected to address the appropriateness and frequency of use of electronics and 

amplification as a part of the adjudication process. 
(8) Local Ground Rules. Failure to comply with local ground rules and regulations outlined by and/or 

approved by the region executive committee may be cause for disqualification or other penalties as 
listed in Subchapter R. Such rules must be sent to all participating schools at least 14 days prior to the 
contest date. 

(h) CONTEST SCHEDULE. It is recommended that the schedule allow ample time for the judges to complete 
written comments. A I5 minute schedule is desirable. 

(i) REGION CERTIFICATION TO AREA. 
(1) Advancement. Bands will advance to area according to the following schedule: 

(A) Odd numbered years: Conferences 4A, 2A and A. 
(B) Even numbered years: Conferences 5A and 3A. 

(2) Certification for Advancement. Each music region shall certify bands to the area marching band 
contest under the following provisions: 
(A) Any band that has a letter of intent on file with the Region Executive Committee and receives a 

Division I rating at the region contest shall be certified for advancement to the area contest. 
(B) In the event only one band, or no bands receive a Division I rating, two bands shall be selected 

by the judging panel for advancement to area. In such cases the scoring procedure will conform 
to the ranking system outlined in Section 1003. 

(3) Non-varsity (Second Group) Bands and Others. Non-varsity (second group) bands and bands in 
Conferences C, CC, and CCC may not be certified to the area marching band contest. 

(4)  Notification to Area. Regions shall notify the area of the region representatives within 24 hours of the 
last day of the region contest; a contest held on a weekend may be certified the following Monday. 

(5) Intention to Participate. Bands selected to attend the area marching band contest shall inform the area 
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contest chair of their intention to participate within 24 hours of receiving notification or the Monday 
following a weekend contest. 

(j) BALLOONS PROHIBITED. The use of balloons by participants or spectators at the region marching band 
contest is prohibited. 

 
 

Section 1106: AREA MARCHING BAND CONTEST 

(a) CONTEST SCHEDULE. The area marching band contest will be held on the following schedule: 
(1) Odd numbered years: Conferences 4A, 2A and A. 
(2) Even numbered years: Conferences 5A and 3A. 

(b) AREAS. Regions will be assigned to areas by the Director of the UIL. 
(c) AREA EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE. The area executive committee shall consist of two representatives 

from each region executive committee. 
(d) DUTIES OF THE AREA EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE. The area executive committee shall be responsible 

for the area marching competition as outlined in this section and shall make all arrangements for area music 
competition as defined by the Director of the UIL. 

(e) CONTEST RULES. All rules of eligibility governing the region marching band contest, except herein 
noted, shall apply to the area and state marching band contests. 

(f) ENTRY PROCEDURES. Submit entry forms to the appropriate officeas directed by area contest chair. 
Note: Fees are not required to accompany entry form but must be paid prior to participation. 

(g) PERFORMANCE REGULATIONS. Performance regulations as listed under Section 1105 shall apply to 
the area marching band contest with the following exception: Any band which leaves the field in less than 
five minutes or fails to complete its performance in eight minutes shall be disqualified. 

(h) ADJUDICATION. 
(1) The State Director of Music in consultation with the area executive committees shall assign five 

judges to each area marching band competition. 
(2) The judging panel will consist of three music judges and two marching execution judges. 
(3) The band’s final rank will be determined by adding the rankings of all five judges. 

(i) AWARDS. Awards for the Area Marching Band Contest shall conform to those designated by the Policy 
Committee of the Legislative Council. 

(j) AREA CERTIFICATION TO STATE. 
(1) 13 or Fewer Bands. If there are 13 or fewer bands in the area contest the preliminaries will stand as 

finals. 50% of the competing bands will be recognized as finalist. A drum major retreat will end the 
competition. The top 50% of bands will receive a finalist award and the remaining bands will receive 
a participant award. 

(2) 14 to 19 Bands. If there are 14 to 19 bands 7 bands will advance from the preliminaries to finals. The 
two marching judges and two music judges will change captions. There will be a drum major retreat 
at the end of preliminaries to announce results. Bands not advancing to finals will receive a 
participant award. At the end of finals there will be a drum major retreat where each band will receive 
a finalist award and the names of those bands advancing to the state marching band contest will be 
announced. 

(3) 20 or More Bands. If there are 20 or more bands 10 bands will advance from the preliminaries to 
finals. The two marching judges and two music judges will change captions. There will be a drum 
major retreat at the end of preliminaries to announce results. Bands not advancing to finals will 
receive a participant award. At the end of finals there will be a drum major retreat where each band 
will receive a finalist award and the names of those bands advancing to the state marching band 
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contest will be announced. 
(4) A/2A/3A Certification. In conferences A/2A/3A the music area shall certify the three bands receiving 

the highest ranking in each conference to the state marching band contest. Should twenty or more 
bands participate in a single conference at the area contest, one band for each five bands competing in 
the contest shall be certified for advancement to the state contest. 

(5) 4A/5A Certification. In Conferences 4A/5A the music area shall certify the two bands receiving the 
highest ranking in each conference to the State Marching Band Contest. Should fifteen or more bands 
participate in a single conference at the area contest, one band for each five bands competing in the 
contest shall be certified for advancement to the state contest. 

(6) Additional Bands. In addition any band that receives a ranking of three or higher from two music 
judges and one marching judge shall also advance to state. 

(7) Alternates. The area may name two alternates from each conference in the event that the bands 
certified cannot compete at the state level. 

(8) Notification to State. Areas shall notify the League office of the area representatives and alternates 
within 24 hours of the last day of the contest; a contest held on a weekend may be certified the 
following Monday. 

(9) Intention to Participate. Bands selected to attend the State Marching Band Contest shall inform the 
League office of their intention to participate within 24 hours of receiving notification or the Monday 
following a weekend contest. 

(10) Rejection. The State Executive Committee may reject for state competition any band that has not 
complied with the rules and regulations governing music competition as outlined in the Constitution 
and Contest Rules. 

(k) REBATE. Funds collected from admission and entry fees in excess of the amount necessary to defray 
expenses of the area marching band contest shall be prorated up to 80% to the participating schools. 

(l) BALLOONS PROHIBITED. The use of balloons by participants or spectators at the area marching band 
contest is prohibited. 

 

Section 1107: STATE MARCHING BAND 
CONTEST 

(a) CONTEST SCHEDULE. The State Marching Band Contest will be held on the following schedule: 
(1) Odd numbered years: Conferences 4A, 2A, and A. 
(2) Even numbered years: Conferences 5A and 3A. 

(b) AREA CERTIFICATION TO STATE. 
(1) Required Certification. Each band participating in the State Marching Band Contest shall be certified 

by the area executive committee. 
(2) Rejection. The State Marching Band Contest committee may reject any organization that has not 

complied with the rules and regulations governing region and area participation as outlined in the 
Constitution and Contest Rules. 

(c) ELIGIBILITY. All rules of eligibility governing the UIL marching contest, except herein noted, will apply 
to the State Marching Band Contest. 

(d) ENTRY PROCEDURES. Submit entry forms to the League office. Note: Fees are not required to 
accompany entry form but must be paid prior to participation. 

(e) PERFORMANCE REGULATIONS. Performance regulations as listed under Section 1105 shall apply to 
the State Marching Band Contest with the following exception: Any band which leaves the field in less 
than five minutes or fails to complete its performance in eight minutes shall be disqualified. 

(f) ADJUDICATION. 
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(1) Preliminary and Final. Judging will be in two divisions: preliminary and final. Under extenuating 
circumstances such as severe weather or limited participation, the contest officials and state director 
of music may declare the preliminary contest to be the final contest. 

(2) Panel. The judging panel will consist of three music judges and two ensemble marching execution 
judges. 

(3) Ranking. The band’s final rank will be determined by adding the rankings of all five judges. 
(g) AWARDS. Awards for the State Marching Band Contest shall conform to those designated by the Policy 

Committee of the Legislative Council. 
(h) REBATE. Funds collected from admissions and entry fees in excess of the amount necessary to defray 

expenses of the State Marching Band Contest shall be prorated up to 80% to the participating schools. 
(i) BALLOONS PROHIBITED. The use of balloons by participants or spectators at the state marching band 

contest is prohibited.
